· It was noted that a grant had been approve for a 3rd. defibrillator. 
Resolved that the clerk should write to Richard Ingles to ask whether the Methodist Church would be willing to host a defibrillator.

· The manhole opposite the entrance to Collin Close needs attention.
· There was an increase in dog poo particularly in Ley Orchard. 
Resolved that P.N. should investigate the availability of signs that can be placed on the offending droppings.

· The pond is looking in good condition due to the ducks. 
Resolved that an offer should be made to provide duck food to whoever is feeding the ducks, Pool Cottage.
· It was noted that the water leak by Saintbury Rd. allotments had been repaired.

· The Gigaclear wayleave agreement had been previously circulated.
 Resolved: that the clerk should sign the contract on behalf of the Council.

· It was noted that the offer from Newlands for the Council to take responsibility for 2 ponds on the development had been declined.

· The forthcoming closure of Collin Lane was noted and the disruption this will cause.

· Loose stones from the unfinished drive in Badsey Lane remained unresolved.

Village Hall Refurbishment

· Residents complaining about speeding will be advised to complain directly to the Police. Resolved: the clerk to write to the Police regarding speeding in the village. 
· It was noted that a new grit bin for the industrial estate had been requested and the clerk was instructed to request a repair or new bin for the entrance to Timms Green.
· The correspondence with The Bell regarding signage was discussed and it was noted that signs could legally be displayed on the building but not the village green.

· A discussion on the cemetery extension noted that it would be likely that an Archaeological Survey and a Geohydraulic Assessment for permission from the Environment Agency would be likely conditions of Planning Consent.
 Resolved: N.J. & P.C. to arrange a meeting with the PCC to discuss how to progress the transfer of the land and issues arising.

· Resolved: That a new schedule of Cemetery Fees be implemented from the April 1st. These have been increased in line with inflation from the last review.
· Resolved: That the clerk be authorized to commit to expenditure <£250 for the services of an expert to advise on options for the Jubilee Tree.
· Resolved: That the clerk instruct Smartcut on a cutting schedule of fortnightly cut & collect alternating with cut & fly for the period April through May for both the recreation ground and the village greens.
