7)     County & District Councillors’ Reports
LS reported on the speed problems in Broadway Rd. & meeting with residents:
· The speed survey had been completed.
· GCC were willing to support community institutions to tackle speed issues.

· He pledged £1500 from GCC to fund road entry furniture e.g.white gates on Broadway Rd.

· There was a GCC grant scheme in preparation which may cover some of the costs of VAS & speed limit changes.

GB reported that at the last CDC meeting on March 16th:
· A motion was passed to tackle the discharge of raw sewage into water courses. GB raised the issue of Willersey’s problems and together with TS will be pushing for recognition and action.
· The current Boundary Commission proposal is to split the Cotswold constituency with the north & south parts combining with other areas to form 2 new constituencies.

· CDC will be working with Gloucestershire Action for Refugees and Asylum Seekers (GARAS) to support Ukranian refugees.

· The hedge of 19 Willow Rd, had not been cut by Highways - Clerk to action

· Broadway Rd. footpath needed raising to remedy flooding - Clerk to action
