7)     County & District Councillors’ Reports

TS reported:
7.1 The proposed CDC budget would include a 15% increase in discretionary fees
7.2 There were 3 outstanding consultations – Local Plan update, Housing & Parking
  7.3 The new planning application system would start 1st April. TS to inform Clerk when notifications were received to permit a timely PC response.
  7.4 The external Planning Enforcement consultant’s contract expires at the end of March.
 8)    Parish Councillors’ Reports
8.1 Broadway were organizing a meeting with a Government SPAD, details to be forwarded. - JR
8.2 The Farmers Market had exceeded the critical number of stall holders and would be held on the 3rd Sunday of each month starting April.
8.3 There was a water leak on the top green - Clerk
8.4 Highways had left a mess in Badsey Lane following the cut back of vegetation.
8.5 The FP in Badsey Lane was impassable due to a driveway construction.
8.6 There was a major water leak in Ley Orchard – Clerk
8.7 The wrong colour tiles had been used on a repair to Pear Tree Villa.
8.8 Noted that lungworm which affects dogs maybe prevalent around Willersey
8.9 Agreed -  that £50 grant be made to Sandra Spensley for bulb planting.
9)   Summer Fete
9.1 It was agreed that the PC would not organize the fete.
9.2 Therefore the PC would not take money from any stallholders.

9.3 The village greens are always available for residents to exercise their rights to use them. The greens  would be risk assessed but the responsibility for insurance and individual risk assessment for any events or stalls lies with the user of the green.

9.4 A notice will be placed in the parish magazine stating that the PC will not be the organizer but if any organisation wished to take responsibility for doing so please contact us. 
9.5 The recreation ground would be made available to the PPC dog show as a safer venue than the upper green.
10) Clerks Report
10.1 A legal opinion had been received from SLCC that CDC did have the power to impose conditions on Full Fibre in relation to broadband provision.
10.2 Complaints had been received regarding damage to the greens by the Radford House builders.
11)  Planning
11.1 Farncombe hovercraft – noted that T.Wilson would be arranging a meeting with Farncombe. Planning Enforcement to be chased - Clerk
11.2 Poles Campaign – noted that the complaint procedure with CDC was continuing.
12)   Highways, Greens & Cemetery
12.1 Wrenswood meeting, HR reported that Highways had agreed to ‘raise a job’ to install a new footpath on the opposite side of the road.
12.2 The cemetery contract was, in a unanimous vote, awarded to GHF – Clerk
12.3 Approved – the purchase of a new lawnmower cost £4799 -  from Phil.Basford - Clerk
12.4     Agreed unanimously that the old mower be offered to The Bell with no ongoing PC responsibilities. If The Bell decline then the m/c to be offered in part exchange to Phil Basford.
12.5 Discussion on the buildouts was postponed till L.Stowe was in attendance.
